Reflection for Sixth Sunday after Trinity  
Sometimes what is fair in God’s eyes does not seem fair to us. Sometimes we need 
to take a step back and see the world through God’s lens of compassionate mercy. 
In the parable we hear Jesus tell in today’s gospel, the Kingdom of Heaven is  
pictured as a field where the weeds and the wheat grow together. We are reminded 
of the need for patience in the face of growth and development, but it may well 
seem strange to us that weeds are allowed to grow with the good seed. There is evil 
sown and indeed nurtured alongside the good. How can this be fair? The overall 
message however seems to be that although evil will attempt to thwart the  
development of the Kingdom, it will not in the end succeed. God will determine a 
time of harvest when the two will be separated. It is not for us to attempt any  
pre-harvest judgments as to which is which. Sometimes the two can so closely  
resemble one another that only God in his merciful goodness can discriminate  
between them.
